Laser Etching creates an eye-catching and 
permanent graphic addition to your project.

Images are burned via a high-powered laser 
into the substrate.

Stone, glass and metal surfaces are lasered 
with pin-point accuracy leaving a minutely 
raised surface.

When using wood, the image is burned into the 
material while still producing fine detail.

Any image can be laser etched. These include 
photographs, logos, graphics, reproductions 
and typography.

Laser Etching reproduces the fine quality of 
photographic tonality and detail.

Compared to sandblasting, which cannot 
replicate fine detail or tonality, Laser Etching 
yields exquisitely rendered images.

Most blocks and/or tiles of granite, marble and 
slate with a flat polished surface can be etched.

The only way to remove an etched image is to 
remove the material’s surface.

Laser Design Solutions has State-Of-The-Art 
laser equipment with one of the largest laser 
beds manufactured.
  
We can etch an image up to 44 x 88 in. onto a 
single piece of material sized up to 4 x 8 ft. with 
a weight limit of 5000 lbs. 

Larger images can be made in tile sections. 
The sections are then placed side by side into 
an area of unlimited size.

The degree of contrast determines the visibility 
of an image.

We laser test small samples of unfamiliar 
material to determine the feasibility of etching.
